680 (4-H Club Road) at the white
fence, then an immediate left on Rt. 680. At
stop sign, turn right onto Greensprings Rd,
make immediate left onto gravel road.

From points East (VA Beach): From I-64, exit
#242-A onto 199 West. Turn left at 4™ traffic
light onto Rt. 31 (Jamestown Rd). Follow 3
miles. Turn right onto Rt. 680 (4-H Club Road)
at the white fence, then an immediate left on
Rt. 680. At stop sign, turn right onto
Greensprings Rd, make immediate left onto
gravel road.
